
THE DAYAVILA COLLEGE BECAME COED

C/l MEMORABLE DATE AT AVILA COLLEGE -
September TlT1969. It will go down in Avila history as a great

day because it was the day Avila officially became coed. After

53 years as a college for women, Avila finally admitted men as

full time students.

Twenty male students enrolled: ten as full time and ten as

part time. Of the full time, there are three freshmen, one soph-

omore, six juniors, and one senior. They have declared majors

in sociology, mathematics, speech and theatre, art, English,

nursing, and education. These numbers do not include stu-

dents who are taking courses at Avila on an exchange basis.

There was no fanfare on September 11, but much excite-

ment and fun. Men students found out that they had "big sis-

ters" _ upper classmen, of course. Some acquired a "sister" or

a "brother" for the first time. All seemed to approve of their

acquisitions.

Resident students went up 40 per cent and spilled oil cam-

pus. Freshmen moved in and practically took over Carondelet

Hall. Sixty-eight upperclassmen moved to the Coach Lamp

Apartments where Avila has leased 17 two-bedroom apart-

ments. The construction strike in Kansas City prevented the

completion of the new residence hall on campus; but the stu-

dents like their new quarters just two blocks away.

The cafeteria, under the capable direction of manager

Murray Gladden of the Charl-Mont Food Service, is providing

the usual good meals. Resident students have already begun

plans for dieting to maintain slim beauty. Students living at the

apartments are stopping in for meals as they prime themselves

to do their own cooking.

For the future, Avila expects a significant increase in male

students. Long range plans are being made for housing on

campus. Immediate plans for 1970-1971 are being finalized.
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Avila provides comfortable living quarters whether

in Kansas City or h Europe. Resident students In

Kansas City live in Carondelet Hall on campus (be-

low, right) or In the Coach lamp Apartments two

blocks away (above). Students on Avila's European

campus live in Ansembourg Castle near lusem-

bourg City (below, lelt). Twenty-one Avila students

began classes abroad on September 1, 1969.
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
